The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, June 19, 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Mayor Pro-Tem Barbara Peterson; Council Members Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson, Anita Darwin and James Kennedy.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman, Asst. Police Chief DeWayne Brumley, Officer Carla Nicks, Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes and Water Supervisor Joe Dyess.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by Bobbie Jackson, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.

4.   Introduce Ordinance #6 of 2018 – Amend Ordinance for Animal Control:  Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Jackson. Vote Unanimous.
5.   Hay contract with Buddy Brandon:  Passed with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Peterson. Vote Unanimous.
6.   Review and Award Bid: Asphalt:  Lites Bros. of Many offered the only bid for patching & overlay. Bid of $125.00 per ton overlay, $140.00 per ton patching with paver and $160.00 per ton patching with dig out was accepted with motion by Corley; seconded by Kennedy.  Vote unanimous.

7.  Review and Award Bid: Chemicals:  DPC offered the only bid for Chlorine which was $130.00 + $10.00 per rental for 150# cylinder and $1,370.00 + $50.00 per rental for 2000# container accepted with a motion by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Vote Unanimous.  City Cleaners offered the lowest bid of $2.17 lb. for Potassium Permanganate and was accepted with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Corley. Vote Unanimous.  Harcros Chemical offered the lowest bid for Soda Ash of $ .34 per pound, same as last year, which was accepted with motion from Peterson; second by Corley.  Vote Unanimous.
8.  Appoint Sabine Index as “Official Journal” for Town of Many for fiscal year 2018-2019:  Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Jackson. Vote Unanimous.
9.   Approve annual “Maintenance Agreement Including Mowing and Litter Pickup” with DOTD for fiscal year ending 2019:  Passed with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Jackson. Vote Unanimous.
10. Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for May, 2018; the Payables Log for May 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for May 2018; Overtime report through May 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for May 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for May 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by   Corley and seconded by Peterson.   Vote unanimous.
11.  Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.  Recommendation to hire full-time patrol officer Tristan Graves.  Passed with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Jackson.  Vote unanimous.  Recommendation to hire part-time office employee Cheryl White.  Passed with a motion by Peterson; seconded by Jackson.  Vote unanimous.  Recommendation to hire full-time patrol officer Leslie “Speedy” Santos.  Motion was made by Darwin; Dies due to lack of motion.
12. Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported an increase of 5.15% over May, 2017.
13. Tourist Report:  Bobbie Jackson presented a report to the Mayor and Council. 
14. Christmas:  Gay Corley presented a copy of the Christmas meeting minutes from May 23, 2018 to the Mayor and Council.  The next meeting is July 11th and then another one will be on July 25th at Noon at City Hall.  Everything is on schedule and they will start having meetings twice a month. Mayor Freeman added that the Landscaping and Christmas light committee has been working diligently and has come up with a plan; he just needs to make sure we can pay for it in our budget before presenting it.
15.
Airport: Mayor Freeman gave a report that we are back in the Federal FAA’s pocket in September to continue the project out at the airport paying 90% and the state paying 10%. We are about 45% finished with that project. 
16. Zoning:  None  
17. Grant Report:  A list of current grants was provided by grant writer Ashley Garcie.  
18. Street:  Bobby Hughes reported that asphalt work all over town will be done by the end of the month.  Mayor Freeman announced with regret that Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes has turned in his resignation.
19. Animal Control: Bobby Hughes gave a report there has been nothing unusual just normal activity.
20. Water:  Water Supervisor Joe Dyess stated that the water quality is very good right now; the well sites are running good as well as the plant and he has 3 rather new employees right now and they seem to be catching on pretty fast and will work out good.  Mayor Freeman added that we have two more notes to pay off and the City will be debt free then he will proceed with the study to move the water intake structure. The last time we looked into the cost it was around $4,000,000.00 and we have been working with USDA about grants/loans.  Mayor Freeman also stated that he met with Dr. Carrie Castille with USDA but because of our ability to borrow money we are not sure we will qualify for a grant/loan and in the next couple of months he will be exploring costs and funding.  Alderwoman Darwin asked why the water clarity would be cloudy and Joe Dyess stated it would be caused from air in the line from when the water system was shut down and it may take a couple days to clear up and will help with flushing the line. 
Alderwoman Corley asked about enforcing the litter ordinance on junk cars. Mayor Freeman advised Council that if they have one in their district that needs to be cleaned up to advise us and we will send a letter.
