Regular Session
The Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, March 20, 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Pro-Tem Barbara Peterson; Council Members Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson, James Kennedy and Anita Darwin.  Absent was Mayor Ken Freeman.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman and Bruce Mitchell from the water department.
Mayor Pro-Tem Barbara Peterson called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by James Kennedy, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mrs. Peterson.
Minutes:  Minutes for February 20, 2018 Regular session meeting was approved as written with a motion by Gay Corley; seconded by Bobbie Jackson.  Vote unanimous.

Old Business:  
1.  Adopt Ordinance #1 of 2018 – R-1 District Zoning Exception:  Motion made by Jackson; seconded by Corley. Vote unanimous. 
2.  Trash Bash – Get Off Your Fanny and Clean Up Many Spring Cleaning – March 24th:  

Mrs. Peterson reported that the trash bash is set for this Saturday March 24th from 8:00a.m. to 12:00p.m.; Meet at City Hall at 7:30a.m. for breakfast and pictures; Need a head count for each group participating and need to know what street you will be cleaning up; Wear protective gear; City Crews will be driving around picking up trash bags and handing out bottles of water; Janice will be driving around taking pictures for the paper and Facebook; There will be volunteer groups from MidSouth Bank, First Baptist Church and SARC; children must be under the supervision of an adult.  The no littering signs have come in and will be put out this week. 
New Business:  
1.    Discussion on North Louisiana Economic Partnership – Sheena Bryant, VP of Business Development:  Mrs. Bryant gave information on how their company can provide professional economic development services to Sabine Parish. She also reported that LED has a certified sites program to identify development-ready industrial sites and that LED assists communities throughout Louisiana to identify and certify industrial sites as development ready.

Discussion on Backflow Prevention – Susan Robbins with LRWA:  Mrs. Robbins gave a report on why backflow preventers are needed and who needs them and what we need to do to get started on our backflow prevention program.
3.  Resolution #1 of 2018 – DOTD Aviation Grant – Upgrade Papi-2 Systems to LED Technology - $40,000.00:  Passed with a motion by Jackson; seconded by Kennedy. Vote Unanimous. 
4.   Approve Fred’s beer permit application:   Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Jackson. Vote unanimous.  
5.  Apply for Healthy Communities Grant – Keep Louisiana Beautiful:  Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Jackson. Vote Unanimous.  
6.  Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for February, 2018; the Payables Log for February 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for February 2018; Overtime report through February 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for February 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for February 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by   Corley and seconded by Jackson.   Vote unanimous.
7.   Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department
8.    Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported an increase of 8.72% over February, 2017
9.  Tourist Report:  Barbara Peterson gave a report and stated that the Chamber of Commerce has moved into the Tourism building
10.  Economic Development:  James Kennedy asked the other council members for help to find out what our strengths and weaknesses are and come up with a plan on what the Town has to offer 
11.
Airport:  The Town Clerk reported that Mayor Freeman was in D.C. last week meeting with the FAA and would have something to report at next month’s meeting
12. Zoning - Shirley Calhoun – 645 McFarland St. – Placement of 12x60 mobile home: Recommendation was made by the Zoning Commission to approve the application. Passed with a motion by Jackson; seconded by Corley. Vote Unanimous.  
13. Grant Report:   A list of current grants was provided by grant writer Ashley Garcie 
14. Street:  The Town Clerk gave a report from Supervisor Bobby Hughes, who is currently filling in at the water plant, that they have just been doing regular street repairs.  Alderman Kennedy reported that there are holes that need to be filled in at the corner of Daniel and Robinson and at the corner of Highland and Kenilworth.  Alderwoman Corley asked had any littering tickets been issued.  The Town Clerk said she knows of one for sure that Bobby issued.  Police Chief Freeman stated that if the litter officers see someone littering and cannot get them to stop just call the P.D. and they will help.
15. Animal Control: The Town Clerk gave a report from Bobby Hughes that he seized a horse and a mule, has also picked up dogs and cats and has written two animal control tickets.
16. Water:  The Town Clerk gave a report that Bobby and Joe are still filling in at the water plant; Channing goes this Friday to take his last level 2 certification and if he passes he will go to the water plant full-time; Greg, that recently retired from the water plant, stated that starting April 1st he will come back and do some relief work when needed; Codero goes at the end of April to take his level 1 certifications.
